Continuing the Conversation on College Readiness
Recommendations, 4.13.2011

How Should Follow-up Conversations be Structured? 
Expand/Build Upon Existing (CVTE/Perkins) Programs
· Continue Collegial Conversations, only more locally, bringing together K-12 and higher ed faculty
· Use College Connection model, regionalize—each college reach out to its local/feeder schools
· Create Formal K-12 higher education partners
· Someone to work with Peter Johnston at Massasoit (outreach counselor?)
· Joint professional day between faculty at BCC and regional high school faculty
· Accuplacer workshop for HS faculty ; colleges visiting HS campuses to explain implications of testing
· Community colleges and four-year schools periodically meet with feeder schools (2-3 times/year)
· Work to make the school an Accuplacer testing site

Follow-Up Conference
· Two-day conference—offer PDPs, connect to Title III redesign—CVTE, Perkins
· Use same writing prompt—high school seniors, college freshmen
· Looking at student work across K-16
· College faculty need to know Common Core
· Follow-up conference, perhaps in a year

Liaison Position
· Human links between higher ed/school districts (liaisons)
· Higher Ed liaisons/outreach—faculty member from college/university embedded in K-12 school

K-16 Discipline-Specific Learning Communities
· Prof. Learning Communities K-16 (micro/macro)
· Similar to MACS, shared leadership—provide facilitator, rooms, food to help organize
· Committee to facilitate involving both K-12 and higher ed
· Professional organizations collaborate—Mass Guidance Association—cross-breeding
· CONNECT Math Group reach out to K-12
· Readiness Center Coordinate
· Do a scoring of essays

Technology-Enabled Communities
· Easy and reliable access to online communities--Colleagues teaching the same content/courses to share resources, problem-solve
· Use social media to make connections—twitter, listserv, websites
· Cable access program for students?


Other Structures
· In-service day, release days to go to area schools
· Articulation with high school—work on course equivalencies
· Involvement of “front line” staff including K-12 teachers related to 1. Curriculum and assessment; 2. Teacher evaluations systems 
· Use the local community college library
· College mentors with high school mentees—programs that help with critical thinking (to promote social skills, civility, motivational skills)

Other Misc. Recommendations
· Career awareness starting before high school 
· Get information into parents’ hands earlier so onus doesn’t fall on incoming college freshmen
